University on participation in the program of academic mobility
Erasmus+ k107

| am very grateful for the opportunity to participate in the competition for
the Erasmus staff training program at the University of Maribor, Faculty of
Agriculture and Natural Sciences in Slovenia (August 22-29, 2021). Since | am
studying the direction of organic agriculture (for my doctoral thesis), within the
framework of this mobility, the purpose of the program was to increase knowledge
in the field of organic farming and agroecology, which are harmonized with EU
standards, to exchange scientific, practical and educational experience in the field
of scientific and pedagogical activities. These skills and abilities, acquired as a
result of cooperation with Slovenian colleagues, contribute to more effective
implementation of innovations in the educational process, activation of research
and publication of results.

During my stay at the Maribor University, | had the opportunity to get better
acquainted with the educational trajectory of students, curricula and individual

topics of disciplines related to organic production.



The internship took place simultaneously with the annual meeting of
teachers of organic farming (ENOAT-meeting), which brings together
representatives of universities or scientific institutions from 14-15 European
countries. During such meetings, there is an opportunity to acquire new
knowledge, practices, and pedagogical skills, to participate interactively in
workshops, as well as to tell others about the mission and strategy of BTNAU, its
students and teachers, educational components related to organic production,
experiments that take place at fields of the university and other institutions (under
conditions of cooperation).

The University of Maribor kindly offered sightseeing tours to various
organic farms, provided information about their activities, development prospects,
as well as the difficulties organic farming faces and how they can be overcome. As
a teacher of the course "Biology" and "Ecology of plants, animals and
microorganisms”, | was interested in the soil and climatic conditions of plant
growth, local fauna, groups and taxonomy of biota in the biodynamic farms we
visited.

After my return, | had many contacts with teachers and scientists from other
countries; we discussed the possibility of joint publications, future meetings and
conferences. Materials and contacts were distributed among colleagues of the
BTNAU, published in social networks on the official pages of the university.
Participation in the Erasmus program is an incomparable and unforgettable

experience!
